The holy martyr Nicander, bishop of Myra and the priest Hermas, at Myra in Lycia.
Both were ordained by the Apostle Titus. They were distinguished by a great zeal for
the Faith and for their great labors in winning pagans for Christ. Because of this, they
were tortured in various ways and eventually were buried alive. (1st century)
