SUNDAY BEFORE THEOPHANY 
 
Opening Hymn: 
Troparion, Tone 6: 
Angelic powers appeared at your tomb, and the guards became like dead men.  Mary stood at the 
tomb seeking your most pure body.  You despoiled Hades without a challenge.  You, the Giver 
of Life met the Virgin.  O Lord, risen from the dead, glory to you. 
Troparion, Tone 4: 
Zebulun, make ready; Naphtali, prepare yourself. O River Jordan, stand and leap for joy to 
receive the Master coming to be baptized.  O Adam, rejoice with the first mother Eve, and do not 
hide yourselves as once you did in Paradise.  For, seeing you naked, Christ has appeared to put 
on the first robe.  He has appeared to renew all creation.     
 
Leader:  Through the prayers of our holy fathers, O Lord Jesus Christ our God, have mercy on 
us.

Most Holy Trinity, have mercy on us; Lord, cleanse us of our sins; Master, forgive our 
transgressions; Holy One, come to us and heal our infirmities for your name's sake.

Epistle: 2 Timothy 4:5-8 
 
Leader: A reading from the Second Letter of St. Paul the Apostle to Timothy. 
 
Timothy, my son: But you, be self-possessed in all circumstances; put up with hardship; 
perform the work of an evangelist; fulfill your ministry. For I am already being poured out 
like a libation, and the time of my departure is at hand. I have competed well; I have finished 
the race; I have kept the faith. From now on the crown of righteousness awaits me, which the 
Lord, the just judge, will award to me on that day,g and not only to me, but to all who have 
longed for his appearance.

Leader: A reading from the gospel of the holy apostle and evangelist Mark. (Mark 1:1-8)

The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. As it is written in Isaiah the 
prophet:  “Behold, I am sending my messenger ahead of you;  he will prepare your way.  A 
voice of one crying out in the desert:  ‘Prepare the way of the Lord,  make straight his 
paths.’”  John the Baptist appeared in the desert proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the 
forgiveness of sins. People of the whole Judean countryside and all the inhabitants of 
Jerusalem were going out to him and were being baptized by him in the Jordan River as they 
acknowledged their sins. John was clothed in camel’s hair, with a leather belt around his 
waist. He fed on locusts and wild honey. And this is what he proclaimed: “One mightier than 
I is coming after me. I am not worthy to stoop and loosen the thongs of his sandals. I have 
baptized you with water; he will baptize you with the holy Spirit.”

Profession of Faith 
 
I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth, of all things visible 
and invisible; and in one Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God, the only-begotten, born of the Father 
before all ages.

For us and for our salvation, he came 
down from heaven and was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary, and became 
man.  He was crucified for us under Pontius Pilate, and suffered and was buried.  He rose on 
the third day according to the scriptures.  He ascended into heaven and is seated at the right 
hand of the Father, and he is coming again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his 
kingdom will have no end.  And in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the Creator of Life, who 
proceeds from the Father.  Together with the Father and the Son he is worshiped and 
glorified; he spoke through the prophets.

Kontakion of the Forefeast, Tone 3:

Leader:  Most holy Trinity, Consubstantial Power, Indivisible Kingdom, Cause of all good 
things, look favorably upon me, a sinner, at this present hour.  Take away all the defilement 
of my mind and enlighten my understanding that I may always praise, glorify, and say:

The Leader bows his head and together with the faithful makes a spiritual Communion 
praying aloud: 
 
O Lord, I believe and confess that you are truly Christ, 
who came into the world 
To save sinners of whom I am the first. 
Although I cannot be a partaker now of your mystical supper, O Son of God, 
Come at least spiritually into my heart by Your Divine Grace 
for the healing of my soul and body. 
For I will not reveal your mystery to your enemies, 
Nor will I give you a kiss as did Judas, 
But like the thief I profess to you: 
+ Remember me, O Lord, when you come in your kingdom. 
+ Remember me, O Master, when you come in your kingdom. 
+ Remember me, O Holy One, when you come in your kingdom. 
O Lord, I also believe and profess, that this, 
Which I would receive, and which is now here present with us in Mystery, 
Is truly your most precious Body, and your life-giving Blood, 
Which, I pray, I may one day receive again 
For the remission of all my sins and for life everlasting. Amen

I will bless the Lord at all times, 

his praise always on my lips; 
 
In the Lord 

my soul shall make its boast 
 The humble shall hear 

and be glad. 
 
Glorify the Lord with me. 

Together let us praise his name.
